(2) Ice Machine Sanitizing Log

1.  Per reference (a), the Preventive Medicine Department (PMD) conducts sanitation inspections of ice machines on a monthly basis.  Ice machines that are found to be positive for coliform bacteria are to be re-inspected within a 24-hour period.  Per reference (b), ice machines that test positive are to be secured until a re-test yields a satisfactory result.

2.  Recently there has been an increase in positive ice samples.  To assist all food service

facilities in preventing this condition, enclosure (1) is provided.   If an ice sample test is positive, the facility manager is immediately notified and instructed to “SECURE” the contaminated ice machine, discard all of the ice and sanitize the ice machine as per enclosure (1).  Once the ice machine, ice scoop and ice transporting equipment have been sanitized, the PMD is to be notified in order to coordinate the collection of a retest ice sample.

3.  If the retest ice sample is again contaminated, the ice machine will be inspected to determine probable cause and a Preventive Medicine Technician will monitor how the ice machine is being sanitized.

4.  As of October 1, 2002, to prevent the spread of bacteria to patrons, any facility whose ice machine(s) is noted to have 3 positive ice sample tests within a 12-month period, will be required to maintain a monthly sanitizing log as per enclosure (2).  This monthly ice-sanitizing log will be subject to inspection during routine bacteriological testing of ice machines.
